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ABSTRACT. This research is motivated by a phenomenon that occurred in Indonesia in 2019, namely the spread of the Covid-19 virus. So the government created distance or online learning. With this online learning, there are several children whose development of social interactions is hampered. because during the online learning process there are many obstacles that make children inactive in learning. The research method used is descriptive qualitative research. The data collection technique in this research is observation. Documentation. and Interviews and data analysis techniques in this research using data reduction. data display, and data verification. The research results showed that the online learning process at Fatimah Pekanbaru Islamic Kindergarten had an impact on the social interactions of children aged 5-6 years, such as children not wanting to do assignments, children being less enthusiastic about participating in learning, children feeling lonely, and feel bored because you can't interact directly with friends. In this case, teachers are required to be more creative in delivering material so that children do not feel bored and children continue to be enthusiastic. Also the role of parents here is also important to maintain the stability of the child's mood in learning.
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 introductions
The entry of the Covid-19 virus in Indonesia has had a major impact on people's lives, starting from health, economic, social, religious and educational life. The impact in the world of education can be seen in central and regional government policies to implement online or distance learning in order to break the chain of transmission. So in a situation like this, the biggest task for an educator, especially Early Childhood Education, is to ensure that teaching and learning activities continue, even though students are at home. (Nurdin & Anhusadar, 2020) Online learning is an educational innovation that involves elements of information technology in learning. Online learning is a distance education method where there are teaching activities carried out separately from learning activities. Social interactions are social relationships that involve relationships between individuals, individuals and groups, and groups and groups. Social interaction will occur if there is social contact and communication.
The learning system implemented during Covid-19 is online learning, online learning activities can be carried out from each student's home, by utilizing technology that has emerged since the social distancing policy was implemented. (Dewi & Sadjiarto, 2021) From the ideas above, it is true that the online learning carried out by the Fatimah Pekanbaru Islamic Kindergarten is carried out from each home using a meeting room that the teacher has designed and prepared, so that learning can be carried out as optimally as possible. The online learning process requires devices that can optimize learning so that it is optimal.(Maskanah & Sae, 2021) Fatimah Pekanbaru Islamic Kindergarten uses several platforms such as zoom meetings and WhatsApp as tools to support learning.
Social interaction is the key to all social life, therefore without social interaction, there would be no possible life together. In early childhood, social interaction is really needed because children will be taught how to live in society, then children will also be taught various roles which will later become their self-identification, apart from that, when carrying out social interactions, children will obtain various information that is around them.(Afdalia & Gani, 2023). From this idea here it is clear, the ability to social interaction is not something that can be taken lightly, because this is the key to all life, and early childhood really needs the development of social interaction. So, to find out the impact of online learning on children's social interactions, researchers conducted research to see the impact of online learning on the social interactions of young children at the Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten, Pekanbaru. Social interaction is a form of communication by two or more people with a goal. It can also be interpreted as social interaction is a relationship between individuals in life where we cannot deny that social interaction is very important.(Pebriana, 2017) Stimulating the development of children's social interactions can be done by adapting to their peers and their environment so that their social development becomes more optimal (Hasanah et al., 2023) So we must stimulate social interaction from an early age, because social interaction is the foundation of life. With the Covid-19 phenomenon, the development of children's social interactions is certainly threatened.
Good social interactions: Children generally behave well and can participate in activities by making eye contact and showing respect for decisions they have made previously. If in group activities, children can work together, participate, and carry out tasks according to the instructions given. give.(Nur Mutmainnatul Itsna & Risatur Rofi’ah, 2021) The social process in which children experience peer pressure, learn how to share, and ultimately learn how to become responsible adults. (Aprianti1 & Rita, 2020)  Ideally, the development of children's social interactions should be as stated above, but since the implementation of online learning, children have become limited in doing everything, whether studying or playing. The relationship between social interaction and education is very close because this greatly influences children's motivation and personality in carrying out learning activities. With good social interaction, children can better understand social life in the way children interact with their peers by prioritizing good social interaction attitudes, namely by respecting and appreciating fellow friends.(Ahmad Wildan et al., 2022) 

This research will be carried out at the Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten in Pekanbaru, the reason the researchers chose this Kindergarten was because the researchers saw symptoms of the impact of online on the social interactions of children aged 5-6 years. Based on the focus of the problem above, the aim of this research is: to determine the impact of online learning on the social interaction of children aged 5-6 years on social interaction at Fatimah JL Islamic Kindergarten. Cipta Karya Pekanbaru.
METhode
This research design uses a qualitative approach to understand the impact of learning on the social interactions of children aged 5-6 years. Apart from that, this approach was taken to find out what impacts occur from online learning and a description of the positive and negative impacts of online learning, based on observations of people who have experienced it and interviews with teachers at the Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten school in Pekanbaru.
 This research involved the Islamic Kindergarten teacher Fatimah Pekanbaru and her 12 students, 7 male and 5 female. This research was conducted at the Fatimah Pekanbaru Islamic Kindergarten on Cipta Karya Street, Tuah Karya Village, Tampan District, Pekanbaru City.
 Data collection techniques used in this research were observation, documentation and interviews. The observations carried out by the researcher were non-participant, the researcher watched the online learning and joined in to see all the activities of the students and teachers and assess them. Observations were carried out periodically in 1 month. The researcher entered the class once, and was carried out for 3 months. The documentation carried out was collecting documents from the school and carrying out each observation activity and documenting the interview activities with the principal of the Islamic Kindergarten Fatimah Pekanbaru. Data analysis techniques Data analysis used in this research takes place through the data collection process. Analysis consists of three simultaneous activity streams, namely: data reduction, data presentation, conclusions and verification.
 The author's data validity test uses triangulation techniques. The triangulation technique prioritizes the effectiveness of the process and the desired results. Triangulation can be done by testing whether the process and results of the method used are running well.(sugiyono, 2013)
result and discussion 
The focus of this research consists of the reality of using online learning and the impact of online learning on the social interactions of children aged 5-6 years at the Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten in Pekanbaru which can be explained as follows:
1. The reality of online learning 
The Indonesian government has created a social distancing policy to break the chain of the Covid-19 virus. This distance is carried out by each person keeping their distance and using a mask wherever they go, whether when playing outside the house, shopping, queuing and so on. Covid-19 has an effect on everything, one of which is the learning process being moved online or online. This online learning process can be done from home using technology, and online learning also applies at the kindergarten level.(Sardi & Mayar, 2021) The researcher's view of the ideas above is that there is online learning because a new phenomenon occurred in 2019, namely Covid-19 which caused the death rate to increase drastically. The emergence of the Covid-19 virus is the background for online learning. Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten Pekanbaru is one of the schools that obeying the new policy from the government, they implemented online learning in their schools because this virus can be transmitted just by shaking hands. This policy applies in all circles, both in the world of work, education, tourist attractions, shopping centers, etc., in order to break the chain of the Covid-19 virus. 19.
Online or online is a translation of the term online which means connected to a computer network. Online learning is the use of the internet network in the learning process.(Isman, 2017)  The main sources in online learning are learning videos and learning pictures. Because there is no direct face-to-face interaction, teachers must be more creative in packaging learning materials so that children do not feel bored..(Anggianita et al., 2020) From this idea, online is the use of networks that was carried out during the Covid-19 period to facilitate all existing activities. Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten Pekanbaru uses online meeting rooms, namely zoom meetings and WhatsApp to carry out online learning.
In the online program learning process, of course, an internet connection is used, where a network can connect one another, which is in line with what Darmawan said, arguing that a network is a computer science connection system, and a computer program is a chain of two or more computers.(Darmawan, 2012) From this idea, the online learning process carried out by Islamic Kindergarten teacher Fatimah Pekanbaru certainly does not always run smoothly, due to network problems and so on.
E-learning is an instruction or learning process that involves the use of electronic equipment in creating, assisting the development, delivering, assessing and facilitating a teaching and learning process where the student is the center and is carried out interactively anytime and anywhere.(Ratna Tiharita Setiawardhani, 2013) In planning online learning, the role of teachers at Fatimah Pekanbaru Islamic Kindergarten, according to Mrs. Hasnah, explains the role of teachers in planning online learning. Teachers plan or arrange emergency learning for tomorrow during the pandemic, and in the process of preparing online learning plans, teachers prepare RPPM for one month. in the future and every day the teacher makes a RPPH for the activities that will be carried out the next day. "In the daily activities carried out it is based on the level of growth and development of early childhood. As for the description of each activity, you can see the weekly activity plan, RPPH, which has been made by the teachers and approved by the principal of the Islamic Kindergarten Fatimah Pekanbaru, through a deliberation process.
By using varied methods in learning, it will attract children's desire to want to learn. Currently, teachers are required to be more creative with all the limitations that exist during the pandemic, so that children's social interaction development can develop well..(Bakri et al., 2021)
Then with regard to the media used in the learning process to be achieved based on the age level and level of development and growth of children who utilize the surrounding environment as well as the media used while playing basically to improve students' development for the better and with regard to children's social interaction development abilities and other developments. Berdasarkan keterangan  observasi dan wawancara diatas, maka dapat dipahami bahwa media yang digunakan disiapkan oleh guru diupayakan agar terciptanya suasana belajar yang menyenangkan anak didik apalagi pada proses pembelajaran daring.
Characteristics of online learning: There are several things that teachers and students must pay attention to in order to carry out the online learning process, including the author responding that the characteristics of online learning are: Learning is presented in the form of computer media, Teachers and students are separated throughout the learning process because there is no such thing as direct face-to-face and direct interaction., The school prepares and designs learning materials, Communication and interaction are limited because there is no group learning, Students are required to be more active in every learning process (Darmawan, 2012). According to the results of interviews during the covid-19 pandemic, the online learning process at Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten Pekanbaru according to Hasnah's mother who explained that online learning has been done since the covid-19 pandemic that started in March 2019 until now. This online learning process is done three times a week through the Zoom meeting application. While giving tasks in the form of videos given to children via Whatsapp, at a time like this parents and teachers are required to be proficient in using technology to help children carry out the online learning process in the middle of a pandemic to avoid the spread of the covid-19 virus. Then regarding the media that used in the online learning process as a whole refers to the learning goals to be achieved based on the child's age and level of development and growth. According to the results of the interview from Hasnah's mother, all activities are carried out and selected in order to develop all aspects of development, especially the development of children's social interaction.
After the learning activity process the teacher evaluates every day this evaluation process is carried out through video observations of children's play activities. Core observations covering various aspects of child development such as: social emotional, physical motor, moral and religious, language, cognitive and artistic development. All children's activities have been sent by parents and are included in the daily assessment according to the scheduled learning. All activity submissions from parents are stored in each child's folder to facilitate assessment by the teacher. Every day teachers check children's activities sent by parents, either in the form of photos or videos. Assessments are given to each child with different assessments. Activities sent in the form of photos or videos are assessed and commented on directly to each child. Assessment by looking at the results of the child's work, both independent tasks and habituation tasks. According to Mrs. Hasnah, there are several children in a day who don't submit their assignments at all, maybe there are problems with the network so that assignments don't arrive in the class WA group. The role of parents is very important in online learning. When parents are enthusiastic about accompanying their children in learning, assignments are sent quickly and parents actively communicate with teachers.
2. The impact of learning on the social interactions of children aged 5-6 years at the Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten, Pekanbaru
The development of social interaction is influenced by several things, one of which is the habits of parents and the child's daily activities. During a pandemic like this, children's activities are only studying and playing at home, only family members are the only ones they meet.(Abdiana & Mayar, 2021) This is what is currently happening at the Fatimah Pekanbaru Islamic Kindergarten, the children feel bored and even when learning starts they are not enthusiastic. According to Ahmadi, social interaction is a relationship between an individual and an individual or an individual and a group, where the individuals change each other, influence each other, from other individuals the individual can change, learn and vice versa..(Ahmadi, 2009) The achievement of social skills in each child is different. To find out whether this achievement represents progress or not, a benchmark or standard is created that needs to be achieved by children aged 5-6 years, namely: Be cooperative with friends, Show a tolerant attitude, Expressing emotions in various situations (happy, excited, enthusiastic, etc., Understand disciplinary regulations, Get to know manners and manners in accordance with local social and cultural values(Wiyani.N, 2014)
Online learning caused by Covid-19 of course has an effect on social interaction behavior in children, namely children are less cooperative because children rarely play together, lack of socializing with friends is limited to studying at home, children's emotions sometimes feel bored and sad, children feel homesick. friends and teachers, and children are also recorded as experiencing verbal violence due to the usual learning process.(Kusuma & Sutapa, 2020) The results of research carried out at the Fatimah Pekanbaru Islamic Kindergarten for the 2021/2022 academic year from October 2 to December 23 2021. In this research, there were 12 Class B students. From the results of the observations that the author obtained, it was found that students or students had developed according to expectations , starting to develop, and not yet developing. Based on the results of observations and interviews, the author sees the impact of online learning on teaching and learning activities at the Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten in Pekanbaru

that is  :

1.
Teachers cannot meet or meet face to face with students. Due to regulations issued by the government not to carry out the learning process directly, the learning process has been shifted to online learning.
2.
Network problems during the learning process or during One of the main problems faced by many teachers and parents is a slow internet network. Even though online learning requires an internet network that is strong enough to carry out the online learning process via the Zoom Metting and Whatsapp applications
3.
The lack of optimal learning is also caused by several factors such as slow internet networks so that the learning process is sometimes intermittent, lack of communication between teachers and students, and students' lack of enthusiasm for learning.
4.
There are some children who do not want to do the task. Even though it has been running for several months, there are still children who do not want to do the task found in the online learning process. This problem usually arises when the child feels bored with the learning material given by the teacher, or the child is not happy with the way the teacher delivers the learning so that the child is not motivated to do the given task.
5.
Children cannot meet friends. Because direct learning has been shifted to online learning, children only meet friends through the application, not face to face, so there is less interaction between friends, making children feel lonely and easily bored.
6.
Children are less enthusiastic about participating in the learning process. This occurs due to problems with slow or difficult signal networks, parents' lack of knowledge with information technology and parents' lack of activeness in accompanying children in learning..

conclusion
Based on the description above, the author can draw conclusions regarding the impact of online learning on the development of social interactions of children aged 5-6 at Fatimah Islamic Kindergarten Pekanbaru. The impact felt by children so that the development of their social interactions is less than optimal is that children cannot meet their friends directly because direct learning has been transferred to online learning. Children only meet friends through applications and do not meet in person so that interactions between friends are less connected, making children feel lonely and easily boredom, lack of enthusiasm in participating in the online learning process occurs due to obstacles such as difficult signal networks, parents' active participation in accompanying children in learning, parents' lack of knowledge with information technology and there are children who do not want to do assignments, usually this occurs because children feel bored with the material presented or the child is not happy with the way the teacher presents the learning material.
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
